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Report 

On March 13, 2024, the National Social Service (NSS) unit of Deshabandhu Mahavidyalaya 

organized an Electoral Awareness Programme in Kundal Para, an adopted village under the 

Achra Gram Panchayat. The initiative aimed to educate and motivate the villagers about the 

importance of participating in the electoral process.
